To Change the Main Spring:

1. Using pipe wrench, remove seal cap from main case.

2. Remove 7/16” nut from stop stem while holding down on one side of the spring guide
plate. This plate will have pressure on it from the main spring that’s in the reg.

Hold down on one side.

3. Once plate is removed, the main spring will be free to remove and replace with desired
spring.
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4. Place spring guide on top of the spring and compress the spring down enough for the stop
stem to extend thru the plate. In order to hold the spring plate down, you will need to push
on just one side of the plate which will lock the plate in to position to get the nut started.

5. Once nut has been started, tighten nut until it stops turning. Nut should be all the way down
at this point.
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6. Replace seal cap and assembly is complete.
